Indonesian Railway Modelers Club (IRMC)

We are a club of railway modelers and railfans located in the city of Bandung, West Java, Indonesia. 

Our activities, except making models of the Indonesian Railway buildings and rolling stocks, also include visiting railway buildings, locomotive/ rolling stocks maintenance facility, railway museum, preservation of railways materials and organizing railway model show. 

Our railway model collections are in various scales from Z, N, HO, TT, G, 0 and it consist of railway models from Europe, Asia and America. We encourage the Indonesian people to love the railway as well as the railway model. 

We were founded in 1994 and we are a non-profit organization.

Friends of CC200

Some railfans of IRMC members are worried about the lot of the first Indonesian diesel locomotive, because many unique Indonesian locomotives, like the biggest steam locomotive in Indonesia the 2-8-8-0 “Mallet” (build by ALCO and later European manufacturers) and many others, are now disappeared and we can not find them in any museum. We can recognize them only trough the photographs or films made by the previous railfans. It is simply because no body care of them. We don’t want that it happens again with this first Indonesian Diesel Locomotive. 

Because not so many people by the Indonesian Railway who care about the CC200 and they just see it just as an old junk prepared to be scrapped, so we are trying to save it and preserve at least one locomotive in a good and working condition. 

We named our group who cares for this CC200 locomotive Friends of CC200. 

This group is under IRMC organization.

BRIEF HISTORY OF THE CC200 DIESEL LOCOMOTIVE

CC200 series are the first diesel locomotives of Indonesia, First batch of the locomotives arrived in September 7, 1953 and they started the diesel era of the Indonesian Railway. 

It is a Co-2-Co, GE diesel electric locomotive powered by a 1600 HP, V12 ALCO diesel engine, and the locomotive was build in 1953.

There were 27 locomotives (CC200-01 until CC200-27) at the beginning. Today, there are 3 locomotives left respectively the CC200-08, CC200-09 and CC200-15.

All locomotives were stationed in the Cirebon locomotive shed and not used anymore. 

With the internal problems of the Indonesian Railway it is difficult to give special funds for these old locomotives because it is uneconomic en too costly to maintain such old locomotives, thus soon or later the locomotives will be “smoothly” die and disappear. 

WAT ARE THE ACTIVITIES AND PLANS OF “Friends of CC200”

The first step of our activity was collecting signatures from the railfans, train passenger and other people who care about the lot of this locomotive. We informed them also about the importance of saving and preserving this locomotive for the railway and our nation in general. Right now we have already collecting more than 500 signatures. 

With this signatures we will show the Indonesian Railway that there are many people that care for the CC200 locomotive, not only the railfans.

The second step is convincing the Indonesian Railway, as the owner of the locomotives, about the importance of preserving the old and historical locomotives for the next generation of Indonesian youngsters. So that they can see and enjoy the locomotive not through the picture. They can also learn how were the early design and the development of diesel locomotive in Indonesia and in the world in general.

With the permission of Indonesian Railway we visited the locomotives at the Cirebon locomotive shed at April 20, 2002 to see the latest condition of the locomotives and asking the shed supervisor and technicians at the shed about the difficulties of maintaining such old locomotives. The conditions of the locomotives are as follow: 

· The CC200-08, is in operable (but not so good) condition there is a heavy leakage in his oil system. The CC200-15, is overhauled (waiting for more funds and spare parts to finish it), the CC200-09, is in a very bad condition and cannibalized for the other two locomotive. 

· The CC200-15 is the candidate locomotive to be preserved, it has the best condition compared to the other two CC200. 

Because we don’t have enough money to buy the locomotive, so, the third step is making a proposal to the President Director of the Indonesian Railways about our plans to save and preserve the first Indonesian diesel locomotive. In the proposal we will ask the Indonesian Railway that the management of the locomotive, could be handled by “Friends of CC200. 

Until now the middle management of the Indonesian Railway have actively support our program.

The fourth step is looking for funds – outside the Indonesian Railways – to buy essential spare parts to keep at least one locomotive alive and build a special shed for CC200, 

Our first goal is in the year 2003, where in September 2003, the CC200 locomotive is already 50 years serving by Indonesian Railway. We will organize a “CC200 road show” trough the main line and main city in the island of Java.
